The goals of this program are twofold. Firstly, students will learn by lectures the overview of disability issues.
How diverse disability is? How were Persons with Disabilities (PWDs) treated in the world? How do PWDs
empower themselves? How have PWDs changed the society? How painful the process of change was? How
was the movement of Independent Living Movement born and diffused throughout the world? What are roles
of the international community including the United Nations to address the disability issues? How do PWDs in
developing countries empower themselves? Those questions will be discussed during the introduction lectures|
in the beginning.

The core part of this program is the field visit, which is mainly organized with Japan Sun Industries (“Taiyo no
le” in Japanese). This is one of pioneering organizations in Japan on the disability issues, in particular,
introduction of sports to PWDs in Japan. Japan Sun Industries brought Paralympic to Japan in 1964. The
Public Affairs Division of Japan Sun Industries helped design this field visit program for the first three days.
The visits include interactions between students and PWD employees of Japan Sun Industries and its joint
venture companies. Then, Para-sports experiment and wheelchair experiment are contained, too. Students wil
visit joint ventures between Japan Sun Industries and reputed companies of Japan such as Omron, Sony,
Honda and Mitsubishi.

On top of them students will visit an organization serving for disabled children, which is initiated by a young
entrepreneur, United Circle, Co., Ltd.

Through the field visits and lectures, this instructor wishes if attending students could attain knowledge on
disability, strengthen motivation to be involved in the disability issues in their own lives thereafter, and get used
to be with PWDs in a frank manner.

Pre-field-study lectures:

It aims to provide with students with an overview of social, cultural, political and economic problems that
Indonesia faces. The first session introduce these problems by considering their historical backdrops. The
second and third sessions, entirely based on class discussions, conduct preliminary research on these
problems by looking at the existing literature and media, and also establish research plans in the field.

On-site field-work:

The focus of the field-work is twofold. Firstly, it employs the method of direct observation by organising field-
visits to culturally/locally specific areas, such as mosques, temples, China-town, where students have the
opportunities to conduct qualitative (informal) interviews. Secondly, it arranges visits to relevant international
organisations, governmental agencies, and non-governmental ogranisations, where students have
opportunities to have numerous discussions with relevant specialists.

Post-field-study seminar:
Students are required to give a group presentation, which summarises the significance of their findings, at the
end of the programme.
