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+ Could you please tell me about your career, including any events you particularly remember.
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+ Why did you choose your current job?
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+ What do you like most about your job?
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+ What did you find most challenging about your job, and how did you overcome it?
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+ What is your dream or anything you’d like to achieve in the near future?
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+ Have you ever had a chance to make use of APU friends’ network after graduation?
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+ How has your APU experience prepared you for your career?
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+ What are skills you’ve acquired during college, and how are you putting them into practice?
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+ Anything you regret not doing when you were in college?
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2¢Don’t hesitate to ask anything during the interview. If you come up with any other

questions, do so!! Ask many questions as possible and write them down on the career

interview sheets.
